It also publishes methodological articles, articles about research, short commentar-
ies, responses and book reviews. The CJNR occasionally publishes theoretical articles of  high
scholarly standard that are judged to be of interest to the readership.

Although manuscripts accepted come from a variety of research traditions, their relevance to
Nursing in Canada should be evident. Their form and content should invite a wide readership, and
they should offer arguments with clearly marked premises, inferences and conclusions.

Procedure: Please submit three double-spaced copies of the manuscript on 82 x 11" paper (216 x
279mm). Include a covering letter giving the name, address, and present affiliation of the author(s).
Manuscripts may be written in either English or French and must be accompanied by an abstract of
100-150 words, written in the opposite language. To ensure blind review, manuscripts must not
reveal their authors identity; authors are asked to place references to their own work on a separate
sheet.

Manuscripts should be sent to: Managing Editor, The Canadian Journal of Nursing Research, School
of Nursing, McGill University, 3506 University Street, Montreal, Quebec, Canada, H3A 2A7.

Style and Format: This publication uses an adaptation of the style described in the Publication
Manual of the American P: (3rd edition): submissions (including refer-
ences) must conform with this format. Figures and tables should appear only when absolutely
necessary, and figures must be in camera-ready form. Manuscripts should not exceed 6000 words,
references and tables included.

Ethics: Before manuscripts are considered for review, authors must confirm that they have not
already been published, are not now in press or under consideration elsewhere and will not be
submitted elsewhere while under consideration by this journal. Authors assign copyright to The
Canadian Journal of Nursing Research upon submission of a manuscript to this journal. In the event
that the anticle is not recommended for publication, copyright is retumed.
