Style and Format

Acceptable length of a manuscript is between 10 and 15 pages. The article may be writ-
ten in English or French, and must be accompanied by a 100-200 word abstract (if possi-
ble, in the other language). Please submit original diagrams, drawn in India ink and
camera-ready. Prospective authors are asked to place references to their own work on a
separate sheet and to follow the style and content requirements detailed in the Publica-
tion Manual of the American Psychological Association (3rd. ed.), Washington, D.C.
APA, 1983

Manuscript Review

Manuscripts submitted to Nursing Papers/Perspectives en nursing are assessed
anonymously by two members of a Review Board, using the following criteria:

Assessing content

Internal validity — relatedness: Is the problem the paper deals with identified? Is the
design of the research or the structure of the essay appropriate to the question asked?
Are the statistical, research and logical methods appropriate? Can the findings be
justified by the data presented? Are the implications based on the findings?

External validity — relevance, accountability: Is the question worth asking? Is the pro-
blem of concern? Are there problems of confidentiality or ethics? Are the findings of the
research or the conclusions of the essay significant? Can the findings or the conclusions
be applied in other situations? Does the article contribute to knowledge in nursing? In
what way?

Assessing presentation

Are the ideas developed logically? Are they expressed clearly? Is the length appropriate
to the subject? Does the number of references or tables exceed what is needed?

Publication Information

On receipt of the original manuscript, the author is advised that the editorial board's
response will be forwarded within six weeks. When a manuscript is returned to the
author for revision, three copies of the revised manuscript (dated and marked 'revised’)
should be returned to the editor within four weeks. The complete procedure of review,
revision, copy editing, typesetting, proofreading and printing may result in a six to
eight month lapse between submission and publication.
